
 

Green Omaha Coalition Logo Use Guidelines  
Paid organizational members of the Green Omaha Coalition (GOC) are allowed to use the GOC logo to publicize their 
involvement.  However, before doing so, please take a minute to review the guidelines below. If your organization has

Only artwork files provided by the GOC may be used. Use of images captured from websites, publications, and 
other sources is strictly prohibited. The logo may not be altered in any way, including proportion, color, type, etc. 
Furthermore, it may not be animated, morphed or distorted in any other way. 

 

How the GOC Logo May Be Used  
Paid members of the GOC may use the logo to communicate membership and participation in the GOC. Organizations 
may not continue using the logo if their GOC membership has expired. Furthermore, the GOC logo may not be used in any 
way that could be perceived as an endorsement of a product, service, or organization by the GOC. To prevent such 
confusion, organizations may choose to include the following with the logo: 

 
“Founding Member of the Green Omaha Coalition” 

For businesses that joined the GOC in calendar year 2008. 
 

“Green Omaha Coalition Member since 200X.” 
For businesses that joined the GOC in 2009 or later. 

 
Approved Uses of the GOC Logo  
The GOC logo may used to internally and externally communicate membership and participation in the Green Omaha 
Coalition. Specific uses may include press releases, annual reports, flyers and brochures, business cards, websites, and 
newsletters. The GOC logo may also be used on durable items, such as coffee mugs, recycling bins, and reusable bags, 
provided the logo use guidelines described herein are followed. The GOC logo must be used in its entirety, without 
alterations or modifications, unless specifically allowed in writing by the GOC Board of Directors. 

 

Prohibited Uses of the GOC Logo  
The GOC logo may never be applied directly (as a decal, label, or in any other form) to a product or on any materials 
used in the primary packaging of such products, nor used in any way that could be interpreted as a direct or implied 
endorsement by the GOC. Also, the GOC logo may not be used in any way that could be perceived as an endorsement 
of any service. Any such use will result in an immediate revocation of the organizationÕs eligibility to use the logo. To 
avoid this, organizations must include the following disclaimer in a clearly readable manner on all advertisements, product 
or service literature, or any other material that include or promote a specific product or service: 

 
“Use of this logo does not imply endorsement by the Green Omaha Coalition.” 

 
When is the Disclaimer Not Nec essary?  
The GOC logo may be used without the disclaimer on internal communications and on any materials that promote the 
GOC, the organizationÕs membership in GOC, or the organizationÕs sustainability in general, but does not reference any 
specific product or service. 

 

Use of the GOC Logo on Websites  
The GOC logo may be used on websites to communicate membership and participation in the Green Omaha Coalition. 
When the GOC logo is included on websites, a hyperlink must be provided to the GOC website at:
